	Mulberry Street Medical Practice is based in Pudsey Health Centre which is a Community Health Centre and our practice consists of consulting rooms, treatment rooms, patient waiting areas, staff rest area and main reception administrative area. 
Pudsey Health Centre is a 2 storey building built in 1979.  It is situated in the centre of the town of Pudsey, opposite the main post office.  There is a free long stay car park to the rear of the building opposite the childrens’ play area.  

Our accommodation is as follows:-

Ground Floor:-  Mulberry Street Medical Practice has 6 consulting rooms and 2 treatment rooms with waiting areas; reception area with waiting area, entrance porch, public, staff and disabled toilets.  There is also a baby change room.
Leeds Community Healthcare also offer community services from the ground floor ie: podiatry, physiotherapy, warfarin and midwife etc.
First Floor:- Leeds Community Healthcare have sole use of the first floor for Neighbourhood Teams ie: District Nurses etc.  There are no patient services from the first floor.
